September 1, 2010 Storm Water Pollution Prevention Initiative (SWPPI)

Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) - Bass Creek (Biota & E. call), Buck Creek (E. call), Grand
River (E. call), Plaster Creek (Biota & E. coli), Sand Creek (Biota), Strawberry Creek
(Biota), Tributary to Grand River (Biota), and York Creek (Biota).
SWPPls must be "consistent with" these approvad TMDLs. In addition, Permittees must

take at least one representative sample during wet-weather from at least hall of
the "major discharge points" to Bass Creek, Buck Creek, Grand River, and
Plaster Creek within the urbanized area and analyze them for E. coli. The results
are to be used to develop and prioritize actions to reduce E. coli, discharges
"consistent with the TMDL." Alternative approaches are possible. Existing plans
may be submitted as an alternative approach.

Public Education Plan (PEP) - The PEP requirements are very similar to the previous permit.
The PEP should be coordinated with the PPP as significant overlap exists in the
requirements.

Illicit Discharge Elimination Plan (IDEP) - An "alternative approach' option is available.
Otherwise, the IDEP must include:

• An Ordinance - The current model ordinance is expected to be adequate.
• A "program to find and eliminate illicit connections and discharges," inclUding a

map of discharge points, prioritized areas for field screening, dry-weather
screening of each discharge point, confirmation of detected discharges, and
procedures for eliminating illicit discharges and pursuing enforcement (including
spills and emergencies).

• A "program to train staff'.
• A method for determining effectiveness.

Post-Construction Storm Water Control for New Development - An "alternative approach" was
included with most of the applications and acknowledged in most of the Certificates of
Coverage. The alternative needs to be submitted with the SWPPI for approval then
placed in effect one year later. Otherwise, the controls must require treatment of storm
water discharges and limit discharge volume and rate to pre-construction discharge
volume and rate.

Construction·Site Storm Water Controls - In addition to the Part 91 program, the controls must
include notification of the Part 91 agency and/or the MDEQ of polluting discharges, a
procedure for soil erosion control on preliminary site plans, and a procedure for receiving
complaints.

Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping Activities for Municipal Operations - Requires
development, implementation, and compliance of a program of operation and
maintenance of BMPs for a wide range of municipal operations, including:

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Training - One session prior to expiration of permit for existing employees and one
session during first year of employment for new employees. Also require training
for contractors.

Structural Controls - Inspect all structural controls, list all municipal properties and
structural controls (keep list updated), implement procedures for proper disposal
of numerous types of wastes, comply with post-construction controls for all new
controls (consider upgrading existing controls).

Roadways, Parking Lots, and Bridges - Reduce Total Suspended Solids (TSS) from all
paved surfaces, prevent salt and sand from entering streams, control dust and
erosion on unpaved roads and parking Iota, and don't use coal tar emulsions.

Fleet Maintenance and Storage Yards - Need Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plans
(SWPPPs) for these facilities, may avoid certified operator requirement by
incorporating SWPPPs into SWPPI, identify all of these facilities inclUding nested
jurisdictions, Implement BMPs at these facilities.

Managing Vegetatsd Properties - Implement BMPs for all municipal properties, inclUding
employee training, phosphorus-free fertilizers, and vegetation management.

Program Assessment - Identify effectiveness measures.
Implementation Schedule - Schedule for implementing commitmsnts.

Downtown Standale Welcome Circle 

Many of the planned improvements to the “Welcome to Standale – Downtown Walker” entrance 

circle are now complete.  The site is located at the northeast corner of Wilson Avenue and Lake 

Michigan Drive in front of the new Walgreen’s store.   

The Standale Downtown Development Authority (DDA) has completed the following: 

 Poured new handicapped-accessible sidewalks from the street to the front door of 

Walgreen’s 

 Installed a stamped and colored concrete circle as a focal point 

 Installed two metal benches 

 Poured a foundation for a new “Welcome to Downtown Standale” brick sign 

 Relocated electrical lines (not poles, unfortunately) and underground irrigation controls 

 Planted numerous perennials and evergreens around the circle and benches 

 Reinforced the three flag poles and installed new base rings. 

The DDA and city staff are now working with Valley City Sign to design and construct a brick, 

“Welcome to Downtown Standale” ground sign.  Colors and materials have been chosen and 

the final budget is being created.  We had hoped to install the sign in time for the holidays.  That 

may still be possible if the winter starts out mild.  If not, the sign will be installed in the spring. 

These improvements are being paid for from a self-imposed streetscape assessment fund in the 

Standale DDA.  Businesses in Standale are working together to maintain and improve the look, 

design and function of their business district.   

Economic Development Updates 

Walker is a diverse community from an economic development standpoint and is maintaining 

activity, despite the very difficult economy.  The following is a list of projects from the city 

commission, planning commission and zoning board of appeals: 

 Avastar Park (the former Lear / GM / Fisher Auto Body plant on Alpine Avenue):  Those 

familiar with the south end of Alpine Avenue know the importance this site holds for the 

entire neighborhood.  A public-private partnership has enabled the ongoing redevelopment 

of this property, which is now called Avastar Park.   

 

Grand Rapids Spring and Stamping and Haviland (two local businesses) have moved into 

the northerly parts of the structure.  Two condo units remain for sale or lease.  The “old 

building” at the south end of the site has been refurbished and looks brand new inside.  A 

movie was shot in the building this past summer.  The land owners are now using the large 

pile of sand (which has been onsite for a while) to install upgraded water and sewer lines to 

the commercial / urban mixed use frontage along Alpine Avenue.  The sand is needed for 

backfill as the native soils are wet and mucky.

The city had approved a large brick office building at the southeast corner of Alpine Avenue 

and Avastar Parkway.  Then the finance sector and real estate markets crashed.  The city 

hopes to reapprove similar plans at this important corner, consistent with the new Walker 

Master Plan, when the economy improves. 

 

 Golden Corral Restaurant at 3461 Alpine Avenue NW:  This project has been approved on 

the former Keller Ford used car site.  A Golden Corral restaurant is under construction, 

along with a new parking lot, stormwater management upgrades, urban landscaping and a 

greatly improved Route #9 public bus stop and shelter.  Parking lot cross access will be 

installed to the Highpoint Center development to the north.  This parking lot connection will 

allow customers and service deliveries to access the Four Mile Road and Old Orchard / 

North Center Drive traffic signals on Alpine Avenue.   

 

 Standale Retail Center at 4482 Lake Michigan Drive NW:  This project is now complete. 

This well-designed strip mall is between 5th 3rd Bank and the “old” Walgreen’s on Lake 

Michigan Drive.  A Chow Hound anchors the building.  Other tenants include Rx Optical, 

Jet’s Pizza and Jimmy Johns. 

 

 Goodwill at 4696 Lake Michigan Drive NW:  This project is finally under construction. 

Sanitary sewer and drainage/wetland permit challenges slowed the process.  In addition, the 

bad economy made certain “green” plan components less affordable, triggering some plan 

amendments.  The site is located across from Uccello’s in Standale, just east of Rosedale 

Cemetery.  You will notice a service drive being constructed to the east.  This drive will 

eventually connect to the Meijer parking lot and the traffic signal at Ferndale and Lake 

Michigan Drive.  Future driveways along this stretch will be limited, with left turns routed to 

the traffic light.

We have updated the Walker Community Development Department website to improve 

navigation and access to information.  From the Walker homepage at www.ci.walker.mi.us, 

hold your mouse over “Departments” and drop down to “Community Development.”  To the side 

you will see three options….building, zoning and community planning.  If you hold your mouse 

over one of these options, another menu appears.  Here you can find permit applications, links 

to ordinances and master plans plus feedback opportunities.  Let us know how we can continue 

to improve the look and usefulness of the website.

Treasurer’s Department Staff Report 

November 2009 
 
I am working on preparing the 2009 winter property tax roll.  The 2009 winter tax bill 
will include the millages for the Kent County Jail, Kent County Senior Services and the 
Kent District Library.  The combined total of these three millages equals 1.9937 mills, 
which is the same millage rate as charged on the 2008 winter property tax bills.  The 
2009 winter property tax data will be sent to the printing service next week and the bills 
should be in the mail on December 1, 2009. 
 
We continue to collect 2009 summer property tax payments.  Our property tax records 
show that we currently have 664 unpaid 2009 summer property tax bills.  Of this total, 62 
bills have received deferment status based on the property owner’s age and income status.  
The due date of these deferred bills is February 14, 2010. 
 
I continue to try to more thoroughly learn the new accounting computer system.  Over the 
past few weeks I have spent time reconciling various general ledger accounts to the 
detailed records that support those accounts (such as cash balances, property taxes 
received and disbursed balances and special assessment roll balances).  I also continue to 
monitor the banks that hold city monies and make changes when appropriate.
